In alignment with the Wildlife Management Advisory Committee, Prospect Park Volunteer Corps is seeking individuals interested in becoming Wildlife Education Volunteers:
As a Wildlife Education Volunteer, you will have the unique opportunity to work closely with our Education Department to help inform park patrons on their responsibility to abide by the “no feed” regulations set forth by Prospect Park. By feeding the geese, park patrons are contributing to the overpopulation, and additionally may unknowingly be causing harm to the birds and lake environment.  Becoming a Wildlife Education Volunteer is a great opportunity for anyone interested in education, the environment, customer service, or simply enjoy the park and want to help out!
Volunteer Requirements and Responsibilities: 

· Volunteers must commit to volunteer two shifts per month, for a minimum of 3 months beginning in June thru Aug;
· Shifts consist of weekends (Sat or Sun) from 12-2pm. Generally volunteers will work in teams of three and meet at the Audubon Center;
· Volunteers must be willing to politely approach and have conversations with park patrons regarding Prospect Parks no feed addendum;
· Volunteers must be willing to walk for the entirety of their shift around park waterbodies (up to 2miles);
· Dress Code required (attire TBD, and to be provided by the Prospect Park Volunteer Corps);
· All volunteers must attend an hour long training session on either Saturday, May 7th or Sunday, May 15th.
